SMALL GROUPS WILL FOCUS ON  ENCOURAGING OUR PASTOR’S HEART 

 While our Pastor is on sabbatical this summer,  we as a congregation will have oppor-

tunities to explore the complexities involved when one is called as a Pastor and what that looks 

like in the 21st century.

COVERAGE DURING PASTOR OLSON’S SABBATICAL 

[Reprinted from the Sabbatical Information Booklet] 

*How long will Pastor be on sabbatical? 

Pastor Olson will be on sabbatical for twelve weeks, starting Thursday, June 17th.  Although the sabbatical is 

twelve weeks in length, Community Covenant is giving Pastor eight weeks and he is using four weeks of his 

own vacation time.  He will return to the office on Thursday, Sept. 9th. 

*Can Pastor be contacted during his sabbatical? 

No, the idea of a sabbatical is to make a complete break from one’s normal responsibilities regardless of dis-

tance.  All pastoral matters should be referred to the Chairperson, Frank MacLean, Vice-chairperson Donna 

Halleran, or the church office. 

*Will we worship together every Sunday? 

Yes! We will gather for weekly worship as God’s people, just as God teaches in His Word.  Pastor Ron 

Mancini will be providing pulpit  supply for the full twelve weeks. 

*Will all the ministries continue as usual? 

Leadership Team meetings and all other church ministries will meet on their regular schedule. 

*How will we process our sabbatical experience?  
While Pastor is away, members and friends will be encouraged to join a small group.                                       

In these small groups, we will be able to share our thoughts, feelings, and concerns during this  sabbatical 

time, as well as discuss the topic: ―Our Pastor’s Heart – Serving the One Who Serves You.‖ 

*What is planned when the Pastor returns? 

Upon his return, Pastor, Gabrielle, Erik, and the congregation will have a time of reflection 

and share what we learned during this sabbatical experience.  We will begin this process at 

an  Ice Cream Social on  Saturday, Sept. 11th, 6:00 - 7:30 p.m. in the Multipurpose Room.  

*What happens if there is a pastoral need? 

As Christ’s Church, we will continue to meet your pastoral needs.  Please contact Church 

Chairperson Frank MacLean, vice–chairperson Donna Halleran, or the church office. Pastor 

Ron Mancini will be available eight hours every week for pastoral needs.   Also, other area Pastors have 

agreed to be available as needed.  

*What is my role as a member or friend during this sabbatical time? 

Sabbatical does not mean stopping church.  There is a lot going on in the church, and this can and will               

continue even with Pastor absent.  We want to continue the energy and momentum of how the Lord is                

leading us. The sabbatical is also a time for the congregation to discover some of our gifts.  What spiritual 

gifts has God given to you?  How is God calling you to be more active in His Kingdom work in and through 

Community Covenant Church?
