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 ñWhen you give a dinner or a banquet, do not invite your friends or your brothers or sisters,  or your 

relatives or rich neighbors, lest they also invite you in return and you be repaid.  But when you give a 

feast, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the blind,  and you will be blessed, because they cannot          

repay you. For you will be repaid at the resurrection of the just.ò When one of those who reclined at            

table with him heard these things, he said to him,  ñBlessed is everyone who will eat bread in the           

kingdom of God!ò Luke 14:12-15 

 

Jesus invited his disciples to be peacemakers in a world divided by money, power, ethnicity, 

religion and culture. 

  

His world, it appears, was not so different from our world today. A world where somebody is 

always being left out, sitting on the sidelines, waiting to be invited to the party. A world where 

money and power speak, while those who have neither find themselves wondering if anything will 

ever change.  

  

How can we accept Jesus' invitation to be peacemakers in our world, our city and our neighborhood 

today? 

 

I have come to believe that it is by actively engaging in relationship with people who experience 

life from a different vantage point than I do. When we come together and feast at the Lord's Table: 

white, black, rich, poor, male, female; we will experience a blessing greater than anything this 

world can offer. And not only will we be blessed, but so will our city. 

 

It is this vision of God's in-breaking Kingdom that has captivated me. It is the vision of The Feast  

of the Lamb that has caused me to believe that God is calling me and my family to plant a church  

in the city of Brockton. Brockton is a city that has often been spoken of as a place to be avoided. 

But it is the avoided people and places to whom God has drawn near, and invites us to do the same.  

 

I hope that we will be a diverse community of Jesus followers who find their unity around The 

Table of our Lord. I hope that we will be a place of respite for those who are weary. I hope that we 

will be a community that stands up for those who find themselves on the margins of society. But 

most of all, I hope that we will be a community that is constantly seeking the Kingdom of God 

above all else.  

 

Please pray for us as we discern God's calling for our family, our church and our city.
